Itse olen kasvanut Tapparassa. Sain luisti-
met kolmivuotiaana ja liityin Tapparaan vii-
sivuotiaana.

They say if you toss a coin in the air on the main
street here, it’s bound to fall on a hockey player.
Tampere fans are very knowledgeable about the game,
so they’re quite demanding.

| grew up in Tampere. | got my first skates when |
was three, and | joined the Tappara club when I was five.
The local clubs still do a lot of work with juniors.

I spend a lot of time in the ice stadium. And the bar
at Jadhovi restaurant beside the stadium is one of my
favourite spots - I sit there after a game and meet my
buddies, some of the older players. Even my home is near
the ice stadium.

In summer | play golf and tennis, and so does my
son. Tammelantori Market is a favourite spot in summer
—and so of course is Sarkdnniemi amusement park,

a must for a family with three kids.

In every respect Tampere is a marvellous place to
live in - safe and a good size. And the people are friendly.
They’re united by their rich dialect — you can tell

a person’s from Tampere anywhere.
